OF EMANUEL RINGELBLUM

Dr. Ringelblum stood out among tbe yowנger generation of Jewish 
bistori-ans in Poland. He was born nס Novernber 21, 1900, in Buczyc, 

Galicia. When he was 12 years old, bis mothe.r died. On tbe outbreak of 
Wodd War, be fled to Kolomeia and from there to Nowy S~cz, wbere be 
graduated from tbe Gy1n11asi111n in tbe year 1919. His abilities carne to tbe 
fore when he was still a yסuth; yet, םeverthdess be had םס ambitions for 
,,ny kind of career. In 1920, he arrived in Warsa.w, where he enrolled in 
the School of Humanities at tbe University of Warsaw. He was tbe pupil 
of Dr. Shiper in Jewislו historical research, and devoted the time left, 
after studies, to commuaity activities, mainly in Left Poa.le Zion circles. In 
1927, he was granted bis doctorate, for his thesis on tbe history of the 
Jews in medieval times. He taugbt history in Warsaw secondary schools 
and at tbe same time carried סם with his communal יactivity. 
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
